For
these reasons, full attendance and participationby everyoneis not only encouraged, it isnecessary.
Therefore,those teens and adults who choose not to abide by this Code of Conductwill be subject to early
release from this Institute and will be asked to reimburse their sponsoring cooperativesfor the scholarship
money. Unacceptablebehaviorincludes:

Deliberate destruction or removal of facilitiesor equipmentis forbidden.
Possession or use of fireworksor firearmsisforbidden.
Possession or use of alcoholic beveragesor illegal drugsisforbidden.
Femalesvisiting in male sleeping rooms or areas designatedfor male occupancyis forbidden.
Malesvisiting in female sleeping rooms or areas designatedfor female occupancy is forbidden.

e Possession or use of tobacco productsby teensunder the age of 18 is forbidden. (All teensover 18 and
adults are encouraged not to use tobacco. State law prohibitssmoking by youth under age 18.)

e Attendeesarerequiredto be in their assignedroom when “lights are out” at night. (Timeswill be noted on
program).

o Participationin all planned programs and activitiesisrequired. (If you becomeill, please inform adult leader

for males/females.).

e All delegates are asked not to drive their personal vehiclewhile attending the Institute and to turn their keys
in at registration desk when they pick up their room keys.

e There will be a designatedchaperonesfor both the male and female attendees.

e Anyconductnot specifically covered by the above provisions, but deemed a serious breach of conference
decorum,will be reviewed by the conference chaperons and appropriate action taken.
